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Chair Eileen Buban called the meeting to order at 4:10 pm.

The purpose of the meeting was to organize a work plan for the revision of the SPIL. The working materials include the draft of the new SPIL reporting document for FFY 2008-2010 and a copy of the FFY 2005-2007 SPIL.

The group worked on Attachment I: Goals, Missions, and Objectives of the current SPIL, pages 30-59. The draft from RSA for development of the new SPIL was briefly discussed with observations made about the expectations such as SILC and RSC conducting public hearings together and that a written policy must be developed as to how we organize and conduct a public hearing.  Liaison Ron Miller’s help will be needed for completion of certain areas within the SPIL pertaining to the Part B Older Blind references and the Resource Plan.  In conclusion:

· a timeline would be developed and tasks assigned
· Start with going through the current SPIL to see what should be eliminated.
Listed below are some changes that were discussed in the development of the SPIL:

· In the mission statement under I, change “reestablishing the historical level of funding” to “expanding”.  Page 30
· Add references to the Money Follows the Person Grant (MFP) wherever possible
· Take MiCassa out of state references Leave it in that referencing federal.
· Keep references to the Access Report.  It is Ohio’s Olmstead Plan, which the state must have.
· It is important to carefully consider what is in the SPIL because RSA said monitoring of IL would be on the completion of goals in the SPIL. One may infer that an accomplishment must be listed as a goal to be “countable”.
· Recommend that the Nursing Home Reimbursement Study Council be resurrected
· Add references to the Access Success Project and retain information about the Cash and Counseling Program
· On page 34 under Personal Care Assistants (PCA) objective 2, eliminate SILC activity one, but replace it with promotion of two programs run by Kathy Foley.  
· Training people with disabilities who do not have physically limiting conditions to work as assistants to other people with disabilities.
· a consortium for people to share attendants 
· As an activity for CILs under PCA objective or somewhere in the Real Choice changes, mention the Aging and Disability Resource Network (ADNR) and the 211 Programs.  Those programs can also be mentioned under Collaboration.
· Add the fifth core service of Nursing Home Transition to SPIL
· On page 35 under HOUSING, streamline the housing section making sure to add Visitability and the Housing Workgroup 
· Under EMPOYMENT change SILC Activity 1 to read, Advocate for bills in the House and Senate for Medicaid Buy-In.
· Remove SILC Activity 3
· In CIL area, remove Activities 3, 4 and 5
· In collaboration areas mention collaboration with sister organizations to leverage funding for expansion of capacity.  For example, Mike Corbett at Delaware Creative Housing received a grant from DD Council and by the end of 5 years he will build 15 accessible houses to be sold to people with disabilities.
· For TRANSPORTATION, page 36, add data about how much area of the state is rural 
· Emphasize technical training through sponsorship of a transportation summit.
· Work with ODOT group as a stakeholder to ensure that transportation issues for people with disabilities are included
· At the bottom of page 36, eliminate Objective 6-
·  VOTING, page 38, leave the objective the same
· Under SILC Activity 2, remove the phrase “at least 4000”.  Change to a percentage and transfer to an activity for CILs instead of SILC.  
· Objective 2-REHAB ACT, specify where it is
· Delete SILC Activity 2
· Move Objective 3-ADA section.  It should be moved to a section that talks about civil rights.  HEALTHCARE and DISASTER PLANNING will be addressed in other sections.  Eileen B. will work on Disaster Planning.
· Objective 7 – EDUCATION – 
· Advocate for the transition age to be reduced to age 14.  
· Mary B will check the Senate version of WIA for the specifics about transition.  There may be parts that can be added regarding our advocacy.
· Wendy H. and Sue H. will work develop this section.
· On page 40, Increase networking of CILs and OSILC –
· Change SILC Activity 5 from “have two OSILC meetings per year at CILs,” to “one”.
· A version of a Satisfaction Survey could be posted on the OSILC website 
· Pam P. suggests asking CILs to send copies of  surveys that are required for the 704 and that could help fulfill the Survey requirement 
· ED Curtiss mentioned Ohio has been commended by RSA for parts in the SPIL where grants are provided for the CIL Rep for costs related to OSILC activities, for providing matching grants for attendance at major disability meetings, and for underwriting funding for the CIL Association’s development costs.  RSA views those activities as “best practices”.
· Page 40 – UNDERSERVED – delete SILC Activity 1
· In SILC Activity 2 – delete “plus state funding”
· Page 41 – UNSERVED – Delete verbiage about adding a new CIL.  The attempt will be made to reestablish one in the Marietta area.
· Page 42 – DIVERSITY – Delete SILC Activities 1 and 3
· Collapse objective 3, YOUTH into the diversity objective
· Add a CIL activity of volunteering to help with the Youth Leadership Program
· Under CROSS DISABILITY – Mention collaboration with the Housing Workgroup, ADRC, Older Blind, OOTF and AT-Ohio.
· Items that could be included in the HEALTHCARE objective are promotion of long term care insurance, Medicaid Buy-In, access to healthcare, and MFP.  The objective could say “advocating expanding health care options for people with disabilities”.
· Pam Patula was asked to work on a portion of the SPIL regarding development of new CILs, which starts on page 54.  The approach should be as broad-based as possible.
For tomorrow’s meeting different subject areas within the SPIL will be assigned to groups for further development.  Initial assignments are as follows:

· Wendy Halley, Mary Butler – Education
· Pam Patula – Development of New CILs and Housing
· Brenda Curtiss – Housing, Collaboration
· Eileen Buban – Emergency Preparedness
· Tim Stubbins – Resource Plan
  Chair Buban will make copies of changes that were discussed today for the entire group.
