ED Curtiss and Mike Corbett led a discussion of how to memorialize Council Member Ray Jones, who passed away on February 15, 2007.  A fund for restrictive home modification services for people with disabilities who cannot afford those services will be established in Ray’s name.  ED Curtiss will check with the Columbus Foundation to find out details for administration of such a fund.  Mike Corbett feels certain the fund can be set up through Delaware Creative Housing’s bank.  There was continued discussion about how to sustain the fund, geographic area the funds would serve, and how to solicit donations.  It was also suggested that OSILC could make a contribution to the Wheelchair Games since it was a passion for Ray.

Chair Buban gave a review of yesterday’s work on the SPIL.  Parliamentarian Joy Myers reminded the group those goals should be Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Relevant and have a Timeline (SMART).

· Page 42, Objective 2 CROSS DISABILITY will be written by Ron Miller.
· Brenda Curtiss will collaborate with Bill Darling to develop a section about Assistive Technology.
The group was encouraged to use the words like “collaborate” and “promote” as they make re-writes to the SPIL.

Chair Buban announced that the NCIL Conference will take place July 9-12, 2007 in Washington DC.  Members were asked to put their requests in writing to Chair Buban if they wish to attend.
